SecureFutures has developed 14 short modules on a variety of personal finance and financial planning topics. No login is needed to access the e-learning program. Each module includes text, video, and audio options to meet the needs of students who learn differently.  A quiz follows each one and will correct incorrect responses with a detailed answer. Additionally, a certificate of completion with their quiz score is available to be downloaded by the students as proof of completion after each module.

· Education and Employment; Consumer Protection against Fraud; Housing; Vehicle Acquisition; Taxes; Predatory Lending; Intro to Credit; Managing Money at a Bank/Credit Union; Budgeting
5 Financial Planning modules include:
· Choosing a Financial Planner; Insurance and Risk Management; Retirement; Investments; Lifestyle Planning/Setting Financial Goals

E-LEARNING PROGRAM STUDENT ASSIGNMENT
Personal Finance and Financial Planning E-Learning Program objectives:  The 14 modules will help educate and prepare you to successfully navigate important financial concepts that you will encounter as a young adult. Use these modules as a jumping off point for additional research and learning. 
Instructions:
1. Visit the Personal Finance and Financial Planning E-Learning website. 
2. Work through each of the modules [or a certain number of them] and take the quizzes at the end. 
a. Enter your name and email to receive a certificate of completion with your quiz score included.
b. Alternately, take screenshots of your quiz results. 
3. For each module that you complete, answer the following questions:
a. What is the most important takeaway from this module? Why?
b. What did you find surprising or interesting that you would like to learn more about? Why?
c. What’s one action step you plan to take based on what you learned?

4. Complete this essay prompt: Think about [3-5] of the modules that you found most interesting. Discuss them with an adult in your life and ask them how they have addressed the concepts in each of the modules. Briefly summarize the main concepts of the modules you chose, then summarize and reflect upon your conversation. What did you learn? What are you going to research or explore more once you are responsible for your own finances?

5. Create a discussion post on our class discussion board related to the modules you completed and respond to two of your classmates’ posts.
