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Money Path Lesson Guide for 
Virtual Learning Environments


Two delivery models are available for Money Path virtual instruction: synchronous and asynchronous (click the links to jump to those sections). For both models, it is suggested that you view the Money Path Demo and use the app yourself before introducing Money Path to your students. 
Resources needed for both models:
· Money Path App - get your unique class code from Patrick Armstrong.
· “How to use Money Path” video - 6 minute video that explains what to do in the app.
· Money Path Student Workbook - login instructions, app guidance, and reflection questions. 
· Money Path Student Prep Guide - optional; can be useful for students who have never spent time reflecting on their plans for life after high school. 
· Money Path User Guide - detailed screen-by-screen guide, also found in the app under the user badge. 
SYNCHRONOUS:
Prior to leading your Money Path session via video conference, please review the preparation resources:
· Money Path Facilitator Training - 20 minute video that walks you through the lesson facilitation.
· Money Path Facilitator Guide for Educators - take note of the “Session at a Glance” on pages 3-4. 
A recommended flow for your video conference is as follows:
1. Introduce Money Path and explain the purpose of the activity. 
2. Play the “How to use Money Path” video.
a. If your conferencing tool allows for it, share your screen and play the video.
i. Zoom:
1. Share Computer Sound During Screen Share & Optimize the Way Your Videos Display
ii. Google Meet:
1. Cast Content from a Separate Tab to Google Meet
b. If your conferencing tool does not allow for video sharing, share the link with students and instruct them to turn off their microphones while they watch the video. 
3. Have the students create their accounts using the class code provided to you. Instructions are in the Student Workbook. 
4. Let the students explore the app independently. If students have questions, suggest that they type them into the chat box to avoid crosstalk. 
a. After about 15 minutes, have the students pause and talk about how far they have gotten and what they are working on. 
b. Release them to work independently again. 
c. If some students move through the app very quickly, suggest that they build multiple paths. 
5. Bring the students back together and discuss the reflection questions in the Student Workbook. 
6. Have all students complete the survey found in the app under their user badge. 
7. As a follow up, you may choose to assign the students parts of the asynchronous assignment, so that you can review their work. 
ASYNCHRONOUS:
Use the following assignment as a template. Please adapt it to fit your needs. 
MONEY PATH STUDENT ASSIGNMENT
Money Path Program lesson objectives:  The Money Path Program will provide you with an opportunity to explore the options you are considering and how they could impact your financial future.  Money Path has options for after high school that include entering the workforce directly, going to college, joining the military, or entering an apprentice program.  Using Money Path, you build a personal career and financial plan for your future. 
Instructions:
1. Watch the “How to use Money Path” video. 
2. Visit the Money Path App website and create an account using this code: [add your class code here]
a. Log in instructions are in the Student Workbook.
3. Work through Money Path and create a minimum of three different paths. Save each path. 
4. Complete the checklist that appears at the end of the paths to record where you currently are in your planning. Note the steps you still need to complete.
5. Complete the survey found under your user badge in the app. 
Once you have worked through Money Path, you will need to do the following:
1. From your “My Paths” page, choose the path that you are most interested in pursuing, view it, and download the summary as a PDF:[image: image2.png]



a. Click on the green print button that appears in the lower right corner. 
b. Save the file. 
i. This report includes the Path Profile, Goal Timeline, and Checklist pages. 
2. [OPTIONAL - Customize this step if you would like additional information on the students’ paths] Take additional screen shots of the following pages:
a. Career/Major Details (Choose Your Career/Major page)
b. Student Loan Summary
c. Retirement Projection Graph
3. Complete the reflection questions (Word Doc or Google Doc).

4. Complete this essay prompt: Discuss the paths that you created with an adult in your life. Ask them how they decided what to do after high school and if they would have made different decisions if they could do it again. Summarize and reflect upon your conversation. What did you learn? What are you going to research or explore more before making your own decisions?

5. Create a discussion post on our class discussion board and respond to two of your classmates’ posts. 
Submit your summary report [additional screen shots and reflection question responses/essay] to me by [add directions for submission].
